Their production is truly 
magnificent.

Tasting Notes:  2014 Red Blend/Syrah/Sirah.  Rich ripe fruit nose with strong elements of 
lanolin and leather. In the mouth concentrated ripe and jammy black cherry-berry fruit 
expands with nutmeg spice, mocha, cocoa and chewy, grippy tannins.  A great wine to 
pair with roasted root vegetables and pot roast.
