Winemaker Notes: 
The old block of Puccioni Ranch is a zinfandel-based field blend, planted in 
1904. We harvested and fermented all varietals from the old block together 
with some zinfandel from the hillside blocks for added structure. This field 
blend approach allows us to produce a more balanced, unique, and ageable 
style of zinfandel. The wine was aged for 17 months in one-year-old, two-year-
old and neutral French oak barrels, allowing the fruit to shine. We produced 
our first Puccioni Ranch Zinfandel as our very first professional wine in 2017. 

Tasting Notes:
This medium-bodied Zinfandel shows notes of bramble, strawberry, and 
baking spice. The balance of expressive fruit from the old block, tannin from 
the hillside blocks and balanced acidity allow this wine to pair well with food, 
specifically summer bbq, pork or pasta dishes. This exceptional zinfandel is 
enjoyable now and will continue to develop over the next 5-6 years.
